VIEWMONT HALL OF FAME

CRITERIA AND MISSION STATEMENT

MISSION STATEMENT:


To recognize outstanding graduates of Viewmont High School (as well as former teachers and administrators) for the purpose of encouraging current students to set their goals high and to strive for excellence in the future.

SELECTION CRITERIA:


1.  Graduate of Viewmont High School. (Except for former or current Viewmont teachers or administrators.


.2.  Outstanding accomplishment in their chosen field of endeavor in Sports, Entertainment, Arts, Academia, Science, Military, Politics, Religion, Education or Business, etc.  Reached a high level of achievement and whose names would be immediately recognizable.  Someone who has truly “accomplished” important things in their life.  This category is intended to be “broad and flexible”.


3.  The nominee’s contributions to community service should be laudatory.


4.  The person should exhibit pride and gratitude in their association with Viewmont High School.


5.  There shall be no discrimination on the basis of race, sex, color or creed and the induction committee shall be sensitive to all races, creeds and genders.


6.  There is no limit to the number of times a person may be nominated.


7.  The nominee must exhibit exemplary character.

SELECTION PROCESS:


1.  Nominations should be in writing and can be made by anyone.  Nominations shall be solicited from all classes or previous graduates of Viewmont High School each year.


2.  An induction committee of the Viewmont Alumni Association comprised of at lest six (6) people appointed by the Alumni Association President and approved by the Alumni Association Board (ideally one from each decade of Viewmont High School’s existence) shall select inductees (not to exceed four (4) inductees each year).  Selection and induction will typically occur before Homecoming each Fall.  There may be a year with no inductees.


3.  A personal and professional resume shall be obtained form the nominated individuals and considered by the committee before a final decision.


4.  Final selection shall be unanimous by the induction committee.

IMPLEMENTATION:


1.  The Alumni Association shall solicit and provide funds for the establishment of a Viewmont Viking Hall of Fame to be located in a mutually acceptable area of Viewmont High School.


2.  The chosen inductee(s) shall be given the opportunity to speak briefly at a Student Assembly on a them related to “How Viewmont was a part of my Success”.


3.  The inductee(s) shall have a plaque with their picture and accomplishments placed in the Viewmont Viking Hall of Fame for all to see.


4.  The inductee(s) may be invited to be honored at a luncheon meeting with current student leaders and administrators.


5.  Inductee(s) shall be included in relevant media to announce their induction.
